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in the course was completely vol-
untary. Alper said employees al
ready have shown enough interest
to warrant another such training
program. More than 700 persons
work at Draymore.

“We found this training to be
an idea factory,” the general man-
ager said, “our people came away
with new ideas on how to do their
work. We are planning another
course for all supervisors, includ
ing our women supervisors, that
will begin early in the year. We
hope to begin a regular program
by offering the series of training
sessions twice each year.”

The Rowan Industrial Educa-
tion Center is an area vocational-
technical school operated by the
Rowan County Board of Educa-
tion and the North Carolina State
Board of Education.

The center in Salisbury is one of
20 such educational institutions lo-
cated about the state. The schools
offer up-dating for craftsmen,
technicians and supervisors as well
as basic training in various trad.
es. The course at Draymore was
for supervisors.

The Salisbury center began op-
erations in September, and Dray-
more was among the first indus-
trial concerns to ask for the in.
struction. The courses are free to
employees, and the company pays
only a small registration fee.

Alper sald Dr. Roland Morgan,
superintendent of Mooresville
schools, assisted Draymore in se-
curing the training program.
