Determined to stay together, the
group found a meeting place in a
small wooden building known as
the Band Hall.

Interest and enthusiasm grew
and the building was soon filled.
The church authorized its trustees
to find a lot suitable for the loca-
tion of a church building. A lot was
found on South Academy street
and was purchased on February 11,
1914, from J. Y. Templeton for the
sum of $300.

The first mention of the church
as an institution was made in the
April 2, 1914, edition of the Moor-
esville Enterprise:

“The Southside Baptist Church
is a new religious institution for
our town. Rev. A, W. Wilcox is pas-
tor, with a membership of 85. The
new institution has purchased a lot
