| A Tireless Behind-The-Curtain Worker

Don Peiffer spent most of the last day of his life preparing for
some 2,200 teachers and school administrators who gathered at his
Senior High School last week. Late in the afternoon, while chairs
were being placed on the auditorium stage for the next morning's
session, a student jokingly asked Don if he was going to have to sit
on stage in front of all those people. Don Peiffer’s answer gave an
insight to his life:

“I won't be on stage where you can see me,”
working behind the curtain.”

In his profession, he was esteemed among educators. The over-
worked word beloved might well apply to the way his students felt
about him. Working as he did in the glass house of the schools, under
constant scrutiny of the public in general and parents in particular, he!
earned the respect and admiration of the entire community.

Don was a prime mover, a behind-the-curtain doer who avoided
the spotlight whenever possible. He tried unsuccessfully to conceal
the burning compassion he felt for young lives under his supervision.
He knew his students, their failings and their great potentials. Their
problems were his problems; even their minor triumphs exalted him,
their achievements were his rewards. We talked with him by phone
during his _last afternoon.. He was frantically trying_to. locate. a picture.
for a student whose deadline for applying for a scholarship seemed
to concern him more than it did the student.

Now his death has diminished all of us. And because he worked
tirelessly, selflessly and without fanfare, only now can we realize how
deep is that loss.
