The Rev. Garland Stafford of
Statesville, executive secretary of
the commission on town and coun-
try work; and the Rev. Everett
Lowman of Charlotte, chairman of
the commission, were in charge of
arrangements for the tour.

The ministers met at the Metho-
dist Building in Statesville Tues-
day morning for a briefing session
and lunch. The trip began from
there shortly after noon.

(Editor’'s Note; The ladies who
prepared the following account
are officers in the Mooresville
Senjor Cititens Club. One of
them, Mrs. P, D. Lige, is presi:
dent of the state Senior Citizens
Association.)

Dear Mr. Editor:

We wish some space in your pa-
pare to bring to the attention of
the elderly and retired Senior Citi-
zens of Mooresville an organiga-
tion that could and should do
much to bring recreation and hap-
piness to many of our older citi-
zens. The organization is known as
the Mooresville Senior Citizens
Club.

First, let us say it is far from a
local organization, but is part of a
National group, recognized and
sanctioned by both State and Na-
tional Governments. It is fast be.
coming one of the largest and most
active groups in the Nation. The
aver-65 groups now number near-
ly seventeen million and by 1970
will be twenty million. It has been
recognized by people in authority
that this huge segment of our pop-
ulation could not be relegated to
the rocking chair or turned out to
pasture, and with work rules as
they are and physical conditions
playing a large part with this
group, something must be done to
relieve and furnish some form of
entertainment to break the long,
lonesome days of so many people.

The recreation leaders of our
country came up with a wonderful
plan to organize our elderly folks
into clubs where they could get
together with congenial people
with various activities. The activi-
ties vary in different areas, some
paint, some work in  ceramics,
some dance, play cards and nu-
merous other games. Most of the
clubs are sponsored by some of the
other organizations of a city and
are under the supervision of the
Recreation Department of the city.

‘The State of North Carolina is
well organized and is considered

one of the foremost states in the
nation in caring for its elderly
citizens. Onee a year we meet in a
Statbvriﬂg {egnvention where busi-
néss an ﬁléasure along with good
food, bring together a large group
of Senior Citizens. The first of
these conventions was held in Dur-
ham six years ago and drew 75
people. Last May in Statesville
there were 442 registered dele.
gates and when we meet next May
22nd and 23rd at the Queen Char-
lotte Hotel in Charlotte, we are ex-
pecting between five and six hun
dred to attend.

The convention ig a twa-day and
one-night affair and is arranged by
a slate of state officers, namely,
President, first Vice President,
second Vice President, Secretary-
Treasurer, all chosen from various
state clubs. They are ably assist-
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ed by a special committee of nine
from the recreation warkeys in the
state.. Miss Mae Crandall is chair
‘man of this committee and our
(mn Mr. Baber is g member.

‘I‘h:ese -state: officers and mem.
Bars of the special committee meet
soveral titnes during the year to
make pkansifor the convention. We
have:sn afietnoon meeting on the
openig day|with a keynote speak.
er,’a \msmess meeting where of-
ficers for the' coming year are elect-
‘ed, and at 7 ‘@’clock the highlight
‘of the cnnvetnt;on the banquet,
where another wellknown speak-
er is presenz

The seconl} morning is given ov-
¢r to the discussion of business,
the voting of! the entire group on
the new slate\ of officers, a hrief
memorial service, and usually
some entertau‘gment by the host
city. It is a very enjoyable occa-
sion and is ewgerly looked for-
ward to from year to year.

Now a few woirds about our own
Mooresville Club. This club was
organized eleven years ago and
sponsored by the Mooresville Wo-
man's Club. The membership has
never been large, (we now have
about 40 menbbers) but it is a
wide-awake, eluthusiastic group.
We meet each Wednesday at. the
War Memorial Building from 10 a.
m. until 3'p. m. We have various
games including Bingo, Canasta,
and Rook, with most of the men
playing set-back. We also help in
any way we can when there is
need, such as folding boxes for a
barbecue.

At eleven thirty, we gather in
the Pine Room for a period of De-
votions and business. Usually, we
have a local minister to hold the
devotions and we want to thank
them for their support and the
good messages they bring us. At
the close of the meeting about
12:30 we all go to the Green Room
for a sumptuous meal to which our
visiting minister and his wife are
always cordially invited.

Three ladies are assigned kit-
chen duty each week and are ably
assisted by .others. The meal is
no burden on anyone as the menus
are made on Wednesday for the
following week and most of the
foad is prepared at home. This
weekly planning - assures us of a
goad well-balanced meal.

There are no sét dues in the
Mooresville Senior Citizens Club.
There is a collection of ten cents
taken each month to pay for cards
and flowers for the sick members.
We also celebrate birthdays ev-
ery two menths -when each mem-
ber makes a voluntary contribu.
tion to our Pleasure Fund. This
takes care of a trip in the sum-
mer to sonfe interesting place for
a picnic. Last year we went to
Chimney- Roek and this year we
bad a wonderful day at Tangle-
wood Park.

Along with our pleasure and
recreation, we try to help those
who are in unfortunate ecircum-
stances and each year at Thanks-
giving and Christmas we collect
food, clothing, and money for some
needy family, working with Mrs,
Cook of the Christian Mission.

We feel in fact we know, there
are many people i Mooresville
who should get into this wonder-
ful organization. They could be
of so much help to us and we hope
to them. So everyone over 50 come
and visit with us at least and see
what we are doing and we know
in a few weeks you would be
bringing your covered dish and
meeting with us regularly.

Meeting in Charlotte Thursday,
teachers from 32 Squth Pledmont
school districts talked ahout
science fairs and got hung up on
the concept of “original research.”

Wood, who as a professor at
Furman University helped es-
tablish the S.C. State Science
Fair, told the teachers meeting
at Charlotte College that “sci-
ence falrs are designed to aid
educational programs,

“Some people feel we should
only consider projects showing ori-
ginal research, but this notion is
divorced from reality.”

Entries at the 1964 South Pied-
mont Science Fair, which is sche-
duled for March 21 at the Char-
lotte Merchandise Mart, will—as in
past years—be judged heavily on
“originality in plan and execution.”

Charlotte’s Garinger High bio-
logy teacher Donn Dieter noted
that “originality 13 a difficult
thing to determine.”

Most all agreed that making en-
tries in local school science fairs
mandatory reduced the quality of
the projects, but they admitted
that some talented students only
gte Interested after being forced
into them.

€. M. Thaler of Ashiey Migh,
in Gastania, thought that science
projegts required in the class-
room and those o be entered in
fairs were “two different things
in terms of quality” and that ty-
ing them together was unreal-
istic.

Dr. Barry Hounshell, director of
gcience and mathematics for the
Charlotte. - Mecklenburg schools,
agreed for a different reason. He
thought that projects required as
regular classroom work should not
be fraught with the “competitive-
ness” of science fairs.

Mrs. Clare Grissett of West Row-
an High and Bruce Robertson,
chiemistry teacher at Myers Park
High in Charlotte, agreed that
classroom projects should be de-
gigned first for “the sake of inves-
tigation and experience,” with only
the best of these being encourag-
ed for fair entry.

The teachers carried their de-
bate on to dinner at the Char-
lotte College student union and
to a summary session afterward,
where Natlonal Sclence Fair Di-
rector Joseph Kraus raised a new
