Experts To Begin
Updating Study Of
Fallout Shelters

Members of a Charlotle architec-
tural firm will return to Iredell in
mid-November to conduct another
study of facilities in the county
that can be used as public fallout
shelters.

Pierce VanHoy, county Civil De-
fense ‘director, said the experts
made-an initial study of buildings
suitable for fallout shelters 18
months ago. At that time, only
two structures in Mooresville were
approved for use in the event of
a nuclear attack.

“Since that time,” VanHoy said,
“new buildings have gone up and
old ones have been renovated. We
want to determine to what extent
the fallout shelter picture has
changed in the county.”

The CD chief asked that persons
owning buildings that could ac-
commodate 50 or more persons in
an emergency to contact his office.
