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It looks like we got a flim-flam game going in
this North Carolina gubernatorial business,

Senator Sam Ervin’s $17,500 assistant Paul Kit-
chin comes down from Washington and confers in
the back alley with Dan Moore and some of the Bev-
erly Lake boys. It would be nice, the boys are told, if
Lake would come down and all concerned get into a
brotherly love act behind Moore for Governor.

Lake didn't buy it.

Whereupon Moore hastily announces his can-

didacy for Governor. Such was his haste, in fact, that
he didn’t even have a prepared statement, apologizing
that such statement would come later.

End of Act L
My memory of gubernatorial campaigns in

ANorth Carolina goes all the way back to Cam Morri-

son in 1920 and to the Lest of my knowledge and
belief, Moore is the only candidate in this century to
announce for Governor without telling the people
why he was running.

Act II begins with Senator Sam Ervin coming out
with a flat endorsement of Moore’s candidacy. Here

. again we have a new precedent for modern times.
-+ Not since Senator Furnifold-Simmons-tried -to- cons--- - -

trol the McLean-Bailey gubernatorial outcome in 1924
has a North Carolina Senator dipped his oar into this
race in such fashion.

While the last straw for Senator Simmons was
in bolting the party in 1928 in the Al Smith fight,
he was already on the way out, the way being greas-
ed heavily by his meddling in a gubernatorial cam-
paign and state government.

Obviously, Ervin had two purposes in mind
when he broke modern precedent and came out
swinging the Senatorial tomahawk for Brer Moore.
First, because the Lake crowd had proved too ob-
streperous in what had been planned as a cozy little
deal in Raleigh, he hoped his announcement would
pull Lake out of the race.

While we deplore Senator Sam’s methods in
this move, we commend his intentions. Anything, in
our opinion, that would remove Beverly Lake from
the gubernatorial picture would be a service to the
people of North Carolina.

But we know what everybody else in North Caro-
line knows, namely the lack of campaign money is
the only thing that will keep Lake going about his
law practice in Raleigh, Maybe Senator Sam thought
his endorsement would slow the flow of money to
Lake. If so, there could be some rhyme and reason to
this phase of his public endorsement of Moore.

However, if Lake stays in the race, Senator
Sam’s endorsement of Moore will probably help Lake.
The voters in North Carolina just don't appreciate
the top brass of the state delegation in Washington-
messing around in state politics. We have 49 weekly
and semi-weekly newspapers from grass roots North
Carolina come across our desk via the exchange route
each week, and the editorial comment has been ov-
erwhelmingly critical of this endorsement. It has
likewise been unfavorable in the larger state dailies.
Such editorial comment is bound to reflect the
opinion of the people in those areas.

Senator Sam’s second motive, of course, in his
public endorsement of Moore was to try to put Moore
way out in front of other possible candidates in this
race. In this, I believe he failed. I believe he just
didn’t have a good finger on the pulse of the people
of North Carolina in such matters.

Nor will we buy that old saw about “seeking
a candidate who can unite all factions.” That one
probably originated in the First Continental Con-
gress and has been going strong ever since.

All factions of the Democratic Party have never
been united, any place at any time since the party
was founded, never will be. Bennett, Pearsall, Pryer,
Lake, Hodges all put together couldn’t “unite all
factions” of the Democratic Party in North Carolina.
To push Dan Moore out as such a candidate is a
bunch of political baloney. With Preyer’s announce-
ment of his candidacy, the party is already split right
down the middle—even before Moore has had time
to issue his formal statement,

Incidentally, I am a supporter and great admxrer
of Senator Ervin. It is, of course, his right to play
politics. It is, likewise, anybody’s right, even that of
a country newspaperman, to criticize his plays We
mean no reflection here upon the great service he
has rendered to the people of the nation and this
state in Washington. Just keep on, Senator Sam, edu-
cating Bobby Kennedy in Constitutional Law and let

" the folks back home pick their Governor.

" The race for Lt. Governor, it seems to us, is all
but settled. In accepting the state chau‘manshlp of the

. Democratic Party, Lunsford Crew, of course, auto-’

matically took himself out of the race for Lt. Gover-
nor. In our way of thinking, this gave Cliff Blue a

" clear shot at the finish line. This is all to the good.

There'is no better or more conscientious servant of
the people in North Carolina than Cliff Blue of
Aberdeen.
