Slowly but surely, we are getting govern‘ment
almost exclusively by what one of the above Con-
gressmen called the “inheritors.”

The days when an Andrew Jacksen or Bob
Doughton could make the grade to Washington is
fast fading. 'm not certain it is all to the goad.

On the other hand, if men of wealth will serve
their country and not their private and selfish inter-
ests, good government is possible.

It was Marshall Field who once put the challenge
to men of wealth. He said that each and every man
ought to interest himself in public affairs. There is
no happiness in mere dollars. After they are acquir-
ed, one can use but a very moderate amount. A man
can eat so much, wear so much, and have so much
shelter, and more he cannot use. When money has
supplied these, its mission, so far as the individual is
concerned, is fulfilled and man must look still fur-
ther and higher. It is only in wide public affairs
where money is a moving force toward the general
welfare, that the possession of it can possibly find
pleasure, and that in constantly doing more.

The greatest good a man can do is to cultivate
himself, develop his powers, in order that he may
