The Agricultural Conservation
Program is. a practical program
that,. actually gets conservation
work dope on privately owned
farmland, according to A, P,  Has-
sell, Jr., executive director for the
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-
Bervation State Committee,

He pointed out that each year—
-through the Agricultural Conser-
vation Program — the Government
shares with mare than a million
farmers and ranchers the cost of
soil, water, woodland, and wildlife
congervation practices on ‘individ-
ual farms and ranches throughout
the Nation. Recent estimates show
that program practices were car-
ried out in 1962 on 1.2 million
farms, of which about 200,000 were
“new" participants on which no
significant conservation imeasures
had been carried out in several
years.
